Rules and Guidelines

*Equipment provided will include a full P.A. system including a sound technician, mixing desk, fold-back
speakers, and up to four vocal microphones. It is highly recommended you bring your own guitar
amplifier’s and/or bass guitar amplifier; however if necessary please specify on the form if you require
additional equipment, and you will be contacted for more information. A drum kit will be provided and
will be fitted with microphones. Stools and music stands will also be available for use.

Bands/artists MUST submit a registration form before Thursday October 7th. Registration forms can be
submitted at Kingaroy State High School, the South Burnett Catholic College, or at CTC Youth Services,
located at the Kingaroy Skate Park. Post registration forms to: P.O. Box 490 Kingaroy QLD 4610, fax to
(07) 4162 2783 or email to rob@sbctc.com.au. Photos and demo tapes are welcome but not necessary.

All bands will receive an equal amount of time on stage (approximately 35 minutes); this will include set-
up time, perform and take-down time. Bands/artists are expected to play no less than two but no more
than four songs during their performance. Performers will be notified of their inclusion in the
competition once your registration has been approved. Approved performers will then be notified of
their designated time slots by Wednesday October 13th.

Performers must NOT dress in inappropriate or offensive clothing; Clothing and instruments must be
free from obscenities, drugs, alcohol, sex or any other subject matter not suitable for a family audience.
Band/artist names and song lyrics must not contain any words, themes or subject matters that may
offend audience members. Drugs and alcohol, including tobacco are not permitted inside or within the
surrounding outside area of the venue.

Registered bands and artists will need to attend a meeting with the event coordinator at 10:30am at
O’Neil Square on Haley Street Kingaroy on the day of show to discuss final preparations. Performers are
then required to be present at least one hour before their performance; any performer/s that are not
present may be disqualified. All bands must be present at the venue at 4:00pm for the announcement of
winners. Any bands not present at this time may be disqualified.

A panel of judges will score performers on specific criteria including stage presentation, sound volume
and clarity, band synchronisation, time management, song quality, originality, stage management, band
enthusiasm and attitude, and finally audience response.
