Youth Support Coordinator (YSC)

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Youth Support Coordinator YSC

Age group: High school or transitioning to High
School

The YSC program works with young people in high
school, their families and schools to work towards
keeping young people engaged in education, training or
learning. Doing well at school is tough when you are
facing challenges. We are here to help with school
problems, relationships, housing and accommodation
issues, personal issues, family and any other issues that
impact on your education. To meet your YSC, ask for
Lloyd Back or Melinda Bradford at CTC Youth Services or
ask at your school.

Youth Connections YC
Age group: 14 to 18
Youth Connections provides a service for young people
who have disengaged or are at risk of disengaging from
education or training. Youth Connections will support
clients to attain a Year 12 education or equivalent and to
then make a successful transition to further study,
training or work.
Youth Connections is for young people who are:
e 14to 18 yearsold
e Are not attending school or study regularly
e  Have not attended school or study for an
extended period
e  Have not completed year 12 or equivalent
e  Are not employed
e Are facing barriers to accessing school, study or
skills training

Homelessness Service
Age group: 16 to 25
The focus of this program is transitional assistance, with
the aim of moving young people to independent living or
appropriate alternatives.
e Hostel short term crisis accommodation for up
to three months for young people aged 16 to
21 combined with case management and
personal support
e  Support young people aged 16 to 25 years to
sustain independent accommodation with case
management and personal support
. Working with clients to resolve crisis, re-
establish family links where appropriate and
strengthen their capacity to live independently
e  Engagement of young people in social and
economic development activities.

Get Set For Work GSFW

Agegroup: 15 to 19

Get Set for Workupports the Government’s
requirement that every young person earn or learn until
they turn 17.

It is a program designed to assist 15 to 19 year olds who
have disengaged (or are at risk of disengaging) from
school early. Get Set for Workddresses young people’s
personal and training needs to help them overcome
barriers and gain skills to take the next step into the
workforce. The program is primarily targeted at 15 to 17
year olds who have already left school before completing
Year 12 and are unsure of where to go next and are not
ready to commit to formal education or vocational
training. Get Sefor Workrecognises that people in this
situation have unique needs that may not be met
through mainstream schooling. The program creates a
transition pathway towards employment, returning to

m school, other education or training.

Social and Economic Development

Services SEDS
Age group: 12 to 25
SEDS aim to improve opportunities for young people who
have limited participation in the social, cultural, and
economic life of the community by ensuring:
e Young people have a sense of belonging and a
‘stake’ in the place in which they live
e Communities plan, develop, and deliver
effective responses to the needs of young
people
e Young people are assisted in the transition
towards economic independence
This service aims to prevent youth homelessness and to
improve and enhance skills towards long term sustainable
economic independence as functioning adults of the
community.

Active Inclusion Program AIP

Age Group: all ages

The Active Inclusion Program provides financial assistance
to families to enable their children to participate in
organised sport. The program assists families who are
facing current financial hardship. The Active Inclusion
Program will also help parents to gain coaching and first
aid skills so they can actively volunteer in their children’s
sporting club. To be referred to this program you can
contact Youth Worker Rob.

Emergency Relief ER

Emergency Relief aims to assist people to deal with their
immediate crisis situation in a way that maintains dignity /
and encourages self-reliance. All services must be /

effective, efficient, and targeted to peoplimfj/w.'
crisis.
